CUTTING DIRECTIONS:

1. 12-5” SQUARES OF MAIN PRINT

2. 8-5” SQUARES OF CONTRASTING PRINTS

3. 4-5” SQUARES OF BATTING OR POLYESTER FLEECE

SEWING PROCESS:

1. PLACE ASQUARE OF THE MAIN FABRIC WITH THE RIGHT SIDE ON TOP OF A SQUARE OF BATTING (IF DOING POT HOLDERS-USE TWO LAYERS) SEE #1 

2. PRESS 2 SQUARES OF THE CONTRASTING FABRIC AND 2 SQUARES OF THE MAIN PRINT IN HALF DIAGONALLY, WRONG SIDES TOGETHER.  SEE #2
3. PLACE 2 OF THE TRIANGLES OF THE MAIN PRINT ON TOP OF THE BATTING AND MAIN PRINT SQUARE WITH THE FOLDED EDGES TOUCHING. SEE #3

4. PLACE A TRIANGLE OF THE CONTRASTING PRINT ON TOP OF THE FIRST TWO TRIANGLES AS SHOWN IN STEP #4.  Lift on corner of the main print so that it is now on top of the contrasting print. Step #5

5. SEW AROUND THE ENTIRE STACK OF FABRICS IN A ¼’ SEAM.  TURN SO THAT THE BATTING IS SANDWICHED BETWEEN THE 1ST SQUARE OF MAIN FABRIC AND THE TRIANGLES.  FOT THE POT HOLDER YOU WILL NEED TO TACK THE CORNERS.
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
